The Role of Festival Steward

Every Craft Lodge is asked to appoint a Festival Steward. The Festival Steward could be the same person as the Charity Steward, or it could be someone else, depending on how the Lodge wishes to organise its charitable giving. If a Lodge’s Festival Steward is not also their Charity Steward, the Festival Steward should work closely in co-operation with the Charity Steward.

The role of the Festival Steward is to:

1. Promote the Derbyshire Festival 2014 in his Lodge.
2. Enthuse Brethren to take out Gift Aid standing orders for the Festival, starting as soon as possible.

3. Organise, or assist in organising, Lodge fund-raising events each year.

4. Assist his Area Director with any Area fund-raising events.

5. Act as the main point of contact between the Festival Executive and Lodge, relaying communications when they are received.

6. Feed information back to the Festival’s Communications and Events Directors, to ensure all events and functions are advertised fully.
7. To provide news items and photographs of Lodge activities, so that they can be publicised on the Festival website and newsletter.

8. Encourage money to be handed over to the Masonic Samaritan Fund on a regular basis.

9. To report progress on a regular basis so that the success of the Festival can be monitored by the Festival Executive.

10. To attend an Festival Stewards’ meetings.

A typical Festival Steward is likely to be a Brother who:

1. Is interested in, and enthusiastic about, the work of the MSF.

2. Will be supported by the members of their Lodge.

3. Can enthuse and encourage others.

4. Is a good communicator, orally and in writing.

5. Is discrete.

6. Is willing to devote time to the Festival and to work with their Area Director and the Festival Executive.

7. Expects to remain in the role for the duration of the Festival.
